in November 2022, the SCE endorsed the project proposal on the APEC Bio-Circular
Green (BCG) Award, co-proposed by Canada; China and Thailand, and co-sponsored
by Hong Kong, China; New Zealand; Peru and the United States, The Award was
launched at the 2022 APEC Ministerial Meeting (AMM) held in Bangkok, Thailand.

The APEC BCG Award recognises distinguished individuals and/or organisations that
have concretely implemented BCG economy approaches to advance sustainable and
inclusive growth, to serve as examples and inspirations for the wider communities to
tearn from, replicate and apply in thelr own setlings.

The three Award categories are women, youth and MSMEs, which seek to highiight
the unique contributions of each group while underscoring the critical importance of
whole-of-society partnerships and an inclusive approach to implement the BCG
economy model, The APEC BCG Award supports and contributes to the
implementation of the Bangkok Goals on BCG Economy.

For the 2023 Award, the nominations of candidates will begin in the first quarter of the
year, The Awsard winners will then be selected by the third quarter, and will be
announced at the 2023 APEC Ministerial Meeting scheduled for November 2023,

In addition to reflecting strong linkages with the BCG economy and the
implementation of the Bangkok Goals on BCG Economy, which is one of the key
foous for APEC 2023, member economies are also sncouraged to submit nominations
in support of the ARPEC 2023 theme “Creating a Resilient and Sustainable Future for
All” and priorities “interconnected. lnnovative. Inclusive.”

Given that the implamentation of the Bangkok Goals requires strong whole-of-society
partnerships, member economies are also strongly encouraged to promote and seek
nominations for the APEC BCG Award from relevant stakeholders as widely as
possible, for example with relevant chambers of commerce, suslainable business
groupings, and academic ingtitutions, as appropriate,

Nominations for each category of the 2023 APEC BCG Award should be submilled fo
the SCE Programme Director from 1_March 2023 to no later than 30 June 2023.
They will then be sent to the selection committee for consideration.
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Selection Process

Once the nominations are recelved, the selection committee will rank the nominees
through a selection ballot to determine the winner for each Award category.

The selection commitiee for the 2023 APEC BCG Award comprises Senior Officials or
representatives from Thailand (previous host economy); the US (current host
gconomy); Peru {incoming host economy); Canada; China; Hong Kong, China; as well
as the APEC Executive Director, [the PSU Director]?, and a representative from the
ABAC Becretariat,

The selection committee will be encouraged to take into consideration as well as seek
to achieve a distribution of Award winners that is reflective of the diversity of APEC's

membership.

The SCE Programme Director will tally the scores from the selection ballots received
within the deadiing to determing the Award winners for each category and
subsequently inform the selection commities of the resuits.

The Award winners will be announced at the 2023 APEC Ministerial Meeting
geheduled to be held in Novemnber 2023 in San Francisco, USA, The Award winners
will also he featured on the Bangkek Goals dadicated website as well as the APEC
